The Carbon Dinosaur, with the accompanying open air exhibtion on climate change, is on tour between mid May and mid October. It will visit 21 countries and stage more than 50 locally organised actions that are (except in Slovenia and Romania) organised by member groups of the Friends of the Earth Europe network. The groups will integrate the visit of the Carbon Dinosaur into ongoing campaigns against climate killer protagonists and inefficient industry installations in their countries. The opportunities are many: in the Czech Republic, the Carbon Dinosaur will rumble against enlargment of coal mines that may lead to the destruction of villages in northern Bohemia; the Norwegian group Naturvernforbund will use it to protest against new oil drilling plans in the highly sensitive Barent Sea; in Paris, it will shed another light on an international automobile fair and in Stockholm, it will draw attention to new governmental energy plans that may undermine efforts to reduce greenhouse gas emissions. In all these countries the groups will publicly hand over “Carbon Dinosaur Awards” to outstanding climate killers candidates.
