Schools project, “Good for you, Good for Nature”

Activities of Groups in 2008. 

PROJECT PARTNER ACTIVITY REPORTS.

1. Spain
Good For You, Good For Nature. Activities Carried Out In The Balearic Islands, Spain

In the Balearic Islands, the Good for You, Good for Nature Project has continued with popular demand in both the islands of Majorca and Ibiza. 

In order to contact the schools initially we have used various methods:

1. In Majorca we promoted the workshops by way of the educational offer of the town council of Palma, which distributes a catalogue of activities to all the schools in the municipality. For the schools outside of Palma, we contacted the schools by email and sent them a letter informing them about the project. In Majorca we have centred mainly in workshop 10 - a school vegetable garden but we have also introduced workshop 7 - food miles, a CO2 low diet. During the year 2008, approximately 1500 pupils have participated in the workshops in 25 different schools.
2. In Ibiza, the activity was promoted by way of an educational offer to the town council of Ibiza, which was distributed to all the schools in the municipality. These workshops have been so successful that the number of classes participating has leaped from 13 to 23 during this school year. Other municipalities have asked for the workshops and it is expected that 3 more schools will participate in the municipality of Santa Eulalia. In Ibiza we have covered workshop 6 - packaging, organics and recycling, workshop 7- Food Miles: a CO2 low diet and workshop 10 – a school vegetable garden.

2. Greece 
FoE Trikala has been very active promoting the Good for You, Good for nature project in Greece. Until now we distributed over 100 CDs. Most of them in co-operation with  the school authorities in the prefecture Trikala and Larissa and Patras. However, response to the project has been poor. With the exception of some individual teachers who on their own initiative worked with the school project and a number of invitations we received to do some guest lessons, we have not managed to work with the school authorities. The school authorities from Kalampaka and Trikala are not willing to promote the project, nor will they allow members of Friends of the Earth to visit teacher seminars to promote the project. They want us to have the CD approved by the Greek Ministry of Education. 
3. Cyprus

FOE Cyprus organised a meeting with a group of local teachers in Limassol to introduce the project, present the CD and discuss collaboration with them.  Most of the teachers told us that they need to have permission from the Ministry of Education in order to be able to use the project materials in their classrooms.

Therefore FoE Cyprus is in the process of applying to the Ministry of Education in order to receive permission to work with local schools on the Good for You, Good for nature project. FoE Cyprus has contacted the Ministry of Education to ask for official permission to implement this project in schools. This is a very slow bureaucratic process. 
At the same time, we have had several contacts with Mrs. Aravella Zaxariou of the Ministry of education, to promote the project.

We also organized a seminar about the project, which was finally cancelled because there is such a delay in getting CD approval from the Ministry. 

We are optimistic that as soon as we have approval from the Ministry of Education, we will proceed with the seminar and with implementation of the project in the primary schools annual program.

4. Croatia

In Croatia, the Good for You, Good for Nature Project is being carried out in following ways:

We have joined the Working Group for Implementation of the UN Decade of Education for Sustainable Development in Croatia where we lobby for the Good for You, Good for nature project to be identified as one of the pilot projects that with government support could be replicated all over Croatia.
In March 2008, we organized an educational workshop for 20 teachers from Primary Schools in Zaghreb to show them how to use the CD in their classes.

We also distributed the CDs to 3 schools in Zaghreb and made it available at the FoE Croatia Environmental information desk in Zaghreb.

5. FoE Middle East (FoEME)
Letters of correspondence regarding the project were exchanged with the head of the Education departments (Ministry of Education) to introduce the project activities and objectives. The ministry agreed to have this educational material on the non-curriculum educational material. We would like to add schools materials on a permanent basis as part of the non-curriculum materials in the future.
In Jordan, Israel and Palestine we worked with one public school in each community of these countries where we have been engaged through other projects in the past. In each school they implemented 6 activities with groups of around 10 students. With the private schools we worked strongly with Kings Academy, one of the most prestigious schools in Jordan. Where we made a presentation and distributed the CDs. We are planning further activities with Kings Academy.
We have tried to link the school project with another initiative we have, to set up a Nature Park in Jordan- every Friday we prepare a public display of local seasonal and organic foods from the region in the visitors centre. This has helped to raise awareness of park visitors of local food products and their environmental and health benefits; it has also developed and strengthened our relationship with local organic farmers in the region.
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
